
3. Conversational English Test 
  

The assignment on Conversational English was held on 5th October 2021. The duration 

of the assignment was 6 minutes, and 15 marks were allocated. The members were 

assessed as a group and individually as well. The conversational Topics were given 15 

minutes prior to the test and the group members should prepare a discussion on the 

given topic. The person who initiated the topic introduced the topic and the person who 

concluded the discussion summarized it. The marks were given to the use of 

conversational Strategies (Asking open-ended questions, giving extended answers, 

asserting an opinion, using conversational fillers etc.) and language phrases. The 

instructions were given as individuals should not dominate the discussion and should 

not write the conversation and read it and the discussion should be continued until the 

examiner asks to wrap up. Marks were given for fluency, use of conversational 

strategies, use of language phrases, smooth flow of discussion, the interaction between 

group members and prior preparation. 

  

The main objective of this task was to prepare the students for today's conversations 

using conversational strategies and language phrases that will enable them to speak 

confidently in their daily conversations with friends, peers, teachers or in the industry. 

I felt I was successful in giving the students the confidence and strategies to drag the 

conversation. This is mostly based on improving the speaking and communication 

ability of the learners. As the students are young adults studying in English medium, 

they are required to use English in their day-to-day activities. Therefore, I believe this 

activity of Conversational English supports them to boost their confidence and enhance 

their oral fluency.
